Stressed, anxious, terrified, nervous,
overwhelmed, obsessed, disgusted,
exhausted, scared, tearful. These are the
words that the students at Mount Vernon
High School used to describe their feelings
about the 2020 election in the days leading
up to it.

Trump supporters were reluctant to be
publicly identified. The Trump supporters
interviewed for this story said that there
have been multiple instances where their
view has been considered irrelevant or
invalid when either having a debate or
talking to someone about it. They
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explained how no one seems to listen, but
instead jumps right into a debate. Having
more conservative viewpoints when
attending a more liberal school, can be
draining. “There are people there, at Mount
Vernon who are Republicans, but they’re
not going to tell you because they’re scared
of retaliation,” a Trump supporter said.
“You want to be accepted. That’s all you
want, is to be accepted and to be heard.”
