New York City hosts The Time Square Ball 

Drop, where millions gather to watch a 

large metal ball descend down a specially 

designed pole; this begins at 11:59:00 p.m. 

and rests at midnight, to signal the start of 

the new year.

This 

display is best seen from a boat 

or harbor, and after the display, the 

celebration lasts until dawn. 

One of the biggest venues in Bangkok to host 

celebrations in is the Central World shopping mall, 

where there are concerts and amazing fireworks.
